The Royal Forest and Bird Protection Society is New Zealand’s largest and longest running conservation organisation. 
As an independent, not-for-profit charity we work on behalf of all New Zealanders to ensure that native forests and wildlife are protected.
Our national staff, 50 local branches and thousands of members also work with other organisations to restore and protect native species. 

Forest & Bird also advocates for conservation and sustainability at the national level, and is involved in almost every conservation project in New Zealand.

Forest &Bird achievements

Forest & Bird has helped protect New Zealand species and habitats since the Society was founded in 1923, including:

· New conservation parks in the South Island high country at Ruataniwha, Molesworth, Ahuriri and the Eyre Mountains; protection secured for lakefront high country land 

· New marine reserves at Wellington’s south coast (Kupe/ Kevin Smith Marine Reserve) Taranaki, Whangarei, Bay of Plenty, Kermadec Islands and Nelson

· World Heritage status for New Zealand’s sub-Antarctic Islands and South-West Fiordland

· Recognition for the Manawatu Estuary as a wetland of international importance

· Protection of lowland rainforest on the West Coast in new National Parks and a World Heritage Area

· Securing government funding for the establishment of five ‘mainland island’ sanctuaries for kiwi and kokako

· Securing new rules to reduce the number of seabirds and sea lions killed by commercial fishing vessels, and legal protection for great white sharks

· Bringing stitchbirds (hihi) back to the Auckland mainland for the first time in 125 years; partner in projects to save kiwi, kakapo and blue duck (whio).
