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Forest & Bird achievements
Forest & Bird has helped protect New Zealand species and 
habitats since the Society was founded in 1923, including:

• new conservation parks in the South Island high 
country at Ruataniwha, Molesworth, Ahuriri and the 
Eyre Mountains; protection secured for lakefront high 
country land

• new marine reserves at Wellington’s south coast (Kupe/
Kevin Smith Marine Reserve) Taranaki, Whangarei, Bay 
of Plenty, Kermadec Islands and Nelson

• World Heritage status for New Zealand’s sub-Antarctic 
Islands and South-West Fiordland

• recognition for the Manawatu Estuary as a wetland of 
international importance

• protection of lowland rainforest on the West Coast in
